What’s happening in Your Area & Community Priorities?
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New: we have launched our latest campaign ‘TELL SOMEONE’ Encouraging victims of rape and serious sexual offences to come forward.

Humber-talking has set our priorities, this month we are to:
1. Reduce Burglaries 

2. Reduce thefts!

3. Reduce ASB including vehicles and criminal damage. 

Here’s a summary of just some of the crimes that have been reported across all three Wards last month:
Residential Burglary reports (eight reports made across all three Wards last month)
2/8/24 – Barrow Lane, entry gained to outbuilding stealing a high number of high-powered garden tools from within. 

5/8/24 – Dearne Court, attempt entry gained to property with negative results. 

9/8/24 – Skidby House, entry gained to property and untidy search conducted throughout stealing items from within. 

14/8/24 – Cottesmore Road, entry gained to outbuilding and e-bike stolen from within. 

17/8/24 – Seaton Road, entry gained to outbuilding and bicycle stolen from within. 

21/8/24 – Tower Hill, attempt entry to outbuilding with negative results. 

21/8/24 – Chantreys Drive, attempt entry to property, two adult males are charged and arrested and enquiries ongoing. 

27/8/24 – Brigg Drive, attempt entry to property with negative results, enquiries ongoing. 

Business Burglary reports (four reports made across all three Wards last month)
3/8/24 – West End, entry gained to business premises by throwing an item through small window, causing it to smash.  Suspect known and enquiries ongoing. 

5/8/24 – Cave Castle Hotel, entry gained to business premises, stealing heaters from within.  Suspect known and enquiries ongoing. 
24/8/24/ - Bridge Haven – entry gained to premises by the travelling community after removing the lock off the gates and entering with vehicles and caravans. 

31/8/24 – The Bull Field, South Cave, entry gained to Cricket Club, stealing various garden tools from within. 

Thefts (nine reports made across all three Wards last month)

2/8/24 – Aldi, shop theft 

4/8/24 – Morrisons, shop theft 

7/8/24 – Harrier Close, theft from vehicle, power tools stolen from within.

8/8/24 - Ferriby High Road, theft from vehicle, power tools stolen from within.

10/8/24 – First Lane, theft from garden, garden chairs and table. 

17/8/24 – Hull Road, theft of vehicle by means unknown. 

21/8/24 – Ransome Way, theft from motorhome and multiple items stolen from within. 

23/8/24 – Trinity Grove, theft of pedal cycle 

25/8/24 – Belvedere Road, theft from vehicle, personal belongings stolen from within. 

Damage (five reports made across all three Wards last month) 
17/8/24 – Penshurst Avenue, deliberate damage caused to vehicle, keyed alongside back and rear.

23/8/24 – Stockbridge Road, deliberate damage caused to vehicle, wing mirror. 

25/8/24 – Church Road, North Ferriby, deliberate damage caused to vehicle. 

28/8/24 – Boothferry Road, deliberate damage caused to door of property, suspect arrested and charged for the offence. 

29/8/24 – Ellerthorpe Close, deliberate damage caused to lock and enquiries ongoing. 

Drugs (two reports made across all three Wards last month)  
19/8/24 – Hessle Foreshore, suspects have been stopped in a stolen vehicle and officers have discovered what is believed to be a large quantity of cannabis resulting in arrests being made.  Enquiries still ongoing. 

30/8/24 – Riplingham Road, one adult male charged and arrested for possession of cannabis. 

Other (Over several other investigations across all three Wards last month) These include public order, stalking, harassment, assault, and malicious communications to name just a few, along with domestic related incidents and blackmail, some of which are still ongoing. 
Humber-talking has set our priorities, this month we are to:
1. Reduce Burglaries

There will be a continued high visibility presence of patrols over the coming months to deter any would be criminals who are targeting properties and businesses alike.  There have been some successful arrests made last month due to a mixture of our hard-working patrols gathering intel and the use of social media also.  This theme will continue.
 If you witness any such behaviour in your community, please let us know so we can respond, target patrols to the relevant areas and stop criminals in their tracks.
2. Reduce thefts!

High visibility patrolling will be a continued theme throughout the coming months due to ongoing issues regarding shop thefts.  Patrols will continue to gather intel and work closely with other agencies to deter prolific shoplifters. 

3. Reduce ASB including vehicles and criminal damage. 

We regularly deploy high visibility patrols to our communities in response to reports of criminal damage, drug dealing and anti-social behaviour.  The local policing team have also had productive meetings with partners from East Riding Council, Parish Councils and Neighbourhood Watch groups to listen to community concerns. 

Rest assured, where we receive reports of anti-social and criminal behaviour including vehicle related crime, we will not hesitate to act. If you witness any such behaviour in your community, please let us know so we can respond, target patrols to the relevant areas and stop criminals in their tracks.

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100% anonymous. Always.




The Crimestoppers Charity believe that everyone has the right to feel safe from crime. Whoever you are, wherever you live, from communities to companies.
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Fearless

Fearless is the dedicated youth service of the independent charity Crimestoppers which provides the opportunity to give information about crime 100% anonymously.

You can give information using an online form or by calling Crimestoppers on 0800 555 111.

They cannot track your IP address or your phone number. They also have no way of knowing who has contacted them.

After receiving your completed form or your call, a report will be created, ensuring it doesn't contain any info that could identify you. This will be sent on to the relevant authority with the legal responsibility to review the information that has been passed to them.

You will not be contacted by the police after passing information on to Fearless as there is no way of knowing who the information has come from.
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“Imagine maggots under your skin eating away slowly at your flesh every day.” - that’s what it can feel like for somebody who has been sexually abused. 

This September, one brave survivor has agreed to waive her legal right to anonymity and tell her story on camera to encourage other victims of sexual abuse to tell someone. 

When Jamie was ten years old, she was sexually abused by someone she trusted. Last year, her abuser was sentenced to 24 years in prison for nine counts of sexual assault. 

Her story is one of trauma, hope and healing and she is ready to share it with the world.
