Meet the team-

Your Neighbourhood Policing Team (NPT) plays a vital role in tackling many of the local issues that matter to you.  They are out in your area every day, and always available to offer crime prevention advice or for you to raise concerns with.

Each NPT consists of a dedicated Sergeant, Police Constable (PCs) and Police Community Support Officers (PCSOs) all under the command of an inspector.  While they may be the ones you see the most, the NPTs do not work alone.  They are supported by staff and officers from across the whole Humberside Police force area, and they work closely with local authorities, community leaders and residents to decide the local policing priorities for the area and find useful, long-term solutions.

Our approach is shaped by four key themes: We protect vulnerable people and keep people safe; We are out in your communities, visible, listening and working with you to deliver the services you need; We successfully tackle crime and ASB; We will be there when you need us.

Crimes of note 
Residential Burglary reports 
10/3/25 Fern Court, residential burglary to shed which is in the front garden, tools stolen from toolbox and egress as per entry. 

28/3/25 Welton Old Road, residential burglary to garage of property stealing work tools from within.  No known suspects and log closed pending any further intelligence. 
Business Burglary reports 
4/3/25 Vape Inc, Prestongate, business burglary to premise of shop as front door is discovered broken and open and glass cabinet inside fully emptied of stock.  Enquiries ongoing.
Thefts 
1/3/25 The Clergy House, adult male arrested for theft of caravan and currently has bail conditions while the investigation continues. Caravan is later discovered with extensive damage caused both inside and outside. 

14/3/25 Sainsburys, shop theft, named suspects and enquiries ongoing. 

14/3/25 Advanced Utilities Solutions, theft of tarmac roller from business site.  Enquiries ongoing. 

25/3/25 Esso, Boothferry Road, make off without payment of fuel 

25/3/25 Gibson Lane, theft of high value machine plant equipment.  Enquiries ongoing. 
Damage 
15/3/25 White House Farm, deliberate damage caused to residence, windows smashed. 

25/3/25 Asda, Hessle Road, victim is witness to a robbery and attempts to take a photograph of the suspect as evidence resulting in suspect becoming angry and stabbing victim’s car tyre with a knife.  Suspect is subsequently charged and arrested for the offence and enquiries ongoing. 
Community Priorities April 2025 
1. Prevention of Residential burglaries 
There have been 5 residential burglaries and 3 shed burglaries since February, with no burglaries in the past 3 weeks for Hessle.  There were at least 3 successful arrests made, two of the suspects were responsible for numerous Hanoi burglaries whereby property is broken into and car keys stolen along with victim’s vehicle.  Throughout the coming weeks we will utilise regular high visibility patrols in hotspot areas to deter would be criminals.
2. Shop thefts

The shops around Hessle Square have reported a noted increase in thefts over the last few months.  Throughout the coming months there will be an increased visibility of patrols and store visits around the Hessle Square area at various points during the day to act as a deterrent as well as intelligence gathering.  We will also set up a shop watch scheme for stores to share information with each other and ourselves to assist identification of repeat offenders. 

3. Speeding

Speeding is still a cause for concern within Dale and South Hunsley Wards.  Brough currently have an active community speed watch which works well.  Figures had significantly reduced (less speeders going through the village) South Cave Parish Council were awaiting training from Safer Roads partnership to enable volunteers to become involved. 

4. Youths causing anti-social behaviour – Brough 

There have been a group of youths causing ASB and criminal damage outside the fish and chip shop in Brough.  Three of the males have now been identified and will be dealt with.

Shielding victims of domestic abuse

Forty-three people have been arrested on suspicion of Domestic Abuse offences so far as part of our continued commitment to tackle those harming our community through Operation Shield.

Of these, twelve have been charged and remanded with offences including assault, harassment, stalking, public order, breaching of domestic violence protection, or non-molestation orders, and are now going through the judicial process.

Crime Prevention Advice 
SHEDUCATION
At this time of year when spring arrives and the clocks go forward, Burglaries of sheds and garages usually start growing! The police together with Neighbourhood Watch Groups are asking for your help. The value of property in sheds and garages is more than people think. Thieves are targeting them for power tools, cycles, and sports equipment. Hand tools are stolen and used to break into homes.
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               Let’s weed out these thieves by getting some sheducation! 
Secure the access to your shed or garage by locking gates and using thorny bushes.
Have you visibly marked the contents of your shed? Note of serial numbers, take photos.
External security lights which are activated by movement are a useful deterrent. 

Doors of sheds require attention. Use strong hasp/staples and close shackled padlocks. 

Use coach bolts or non-return screws to secure door hinges. 

Chain cycles, mowers, ladders and tools to a strong anchorage point. 

Alarms for sheds and garages are available for under £20 at most DIY stores.
